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LOCAL RULES
(To be read in conjunction with the Rules of Golf)

1. OUT OF BOUNDS
(a) Those areas beyond the course boundary fences.
(b) Those areas beyond any line of white stakes with black tops.

2. GROUND UNDER REPAIR
(a) Those areas defined by white stakes and/or white lines.
(b) Except in hazard, ruts or wheel marks made by mower, tractor or motor vehicle.
(c) This includes all roads and pathways.
(d) Garden beds which are clearly defined as GUR - take relief in accordance with Rules 

25-1b and 25-1c. Except for those areas where a Drop Zone has been designated.
3. TREES AND SHRUBS

If a staked tree or staked shrub interferes with a players stance or area of his swing, the
player MUST take relief in accordance with Rule 24-2b(i) (immovable obstruction).

4. MOUNDS
All mounds are regarded as an integral part of the golf course and the ball must be played 
as it lies, or relief may be taken under Rule 28 (Ball Unplayable).

5. HAZARDS
(a) Water hazards are defined by yellow stakes and/or lines. Lateral water hazards are

defined by red stakes and/or lines. Note: The stakes are immovable obstructions. 
Relief must be obtained from within the Drop Zones behind the 4th and 6th greens. 

(b) All wooden boarders surrounding bunkers and gardens are regarded as an integral 
part of the golf course. Relief  may only be taken under Rule 28 (Ball Unplayable).

6. SPRINkLER HEADS
(a) All fixed sprinkler heads are immovable obstructions and relief from interference may 

be obtained under Rule 24-2
(b) Relief may be obtained when a sprinkler head interferes with the intended line of play 

from within two club lengths of the putting surface.
(c) Distance markers on sprinkler heads are measurements to the centre of the green.

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF LOCAL RULE
Match play - Loss of hole; Stroke play - Two strokes.
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
